Chief’s Report 
 

The Sparta Police Department implemented a city-wide search for missing vulnerable adult.  The missing man 
suffers from dementia and had not been seen for several hours.  The Sparta Fire Department, Sparta Rural Fire 
Department, and a blood hound from the Jackson County Sheriff's Department assisted in the search.  The 
search was eventually curtailed due to an impending storm.  The man was later located after a citizen recognized 
him from one of several flyers that had posted around the city.  He was returned to his family unharmed. 
 
The Department has received two pole mounted interactive speed boards for its participation in State funded 
traffic enforcement initiatives, commonly referred to as "Click-it-or-Ticket" and "Booze and Belts".  The 
Department will be working with the Street Department to have a sign erected on Wisconsin St near East Ave 
later this year and the other mounted on Black River St. near the school sometime after the 2011 construction 
project.
